Shenandoah University’s (SU) Division of Occupational Therapy (SUDOT)
offers an innovative hybrid graduate program leading to a Master of
Science in Occupational Therapy. At SU, hybrid education means learning
occurs in three environments: online, the classroom, and the community.
The majority ofdidactic content is delivered online through interactive
learning activities and cuttingedge elearning platforms. Classroonbased
faceto-face experiences emphasize skill development, small group
learning forums, and facultystudent/clinician-student mentoring.

CURRCULUM

The Master of Science in Occupational Therapy program at Scholar Plaza
Loudoun is a full time program. Students attend classes on campus one
day per week (Thursdays) for the fade-face portionof their courses. All
fieldwork and experiential learning are completed on nezampus days

and during normal working hours. Neolassroom time commitment will
take at least 40 hours per week. This dynamic and demanding curriculum
recommends that fulitime students not engage in outside employment
greater than 10 hours per week.

The learning model requires students to think critically and act
professionally in independent, interpersonal and communibased
problemsolving experiences. Graduates of this progm enter the field as
passionate, selfreflective learners, critically thinking practitioners, and
professionals who understand the importance of ethics, leadership and
service.

SCHOLAR PLAZA LOUDN CAMPUS

The Scholar Plaza Loudoun Campus is also home to other allied and health
sciences programs, including Physical Therapy, Physician Assistant,
Nursing and Speech and anguagePathology programs. The statefthe-

art facilities allow for the development of a variety of clinical skills and
include technology labs, a cadaver lab, and other learning laboratories. The
Scholar Plaza Loudoun Campus is located just 40 minutes northwest of
Washington, D.C.
